Course out come

a) By studying the history of drama, a student can gain an understanding of
the trends and developments in theatre in India and around the world.

b) Learning to act and drama skills can help students develop their speech,
communication and presentation skills, which are vital skills for anyone. In
this course, the practical classes students acted on different personas - this
gives them the environment to develop their vocabulary, vocal projection,
articulation and expression. Drama can develop student into becoming
better communicators, and storytellers.

c) In practical classes students trained to act different characters of a play. A
good understand of characters, roles and subtext of plays will allow
students to relate better to different situations, context and even cultures.
